Both parties agree to breed aforestated mare and stallion for the______ breeding season and agree to all that is written in this service contract.
Mare Owner hereby agrees to pay the following fees for service pursuant to this agreement and all other parts of this Service Contract.

1.  A nonrefundable boarding fee of Six Dollars ($6.00) per day shall be charged to Mare Owner by Stallion Owner/Stallion Service Station for each day Mare (and foal, if one is at her side), are at the Farm.  Said boarding fee shall be paid before aforestated mare (and foal) leave the Farm.

2.  Nonrefundable veterinary care and farrier fees shall be charged to Mare Owner by Stallion Owner as needed in the judgement of  Stallion Owner/Stallion Service Station.  A licensed local veterinarian of Stallion Owners choosing will provide veterinary care.  Veterinary and farrier charges are the responsibility of Mare Owner and shall be paid before Mare (and foal) leave the Farm or Mare is considered bred by Stallion Owner/Stallion Service Station whichever comes first.

3.  A non-refundable booking fee of Four Hundred Dollars ($400) shall be due upon signing of this contract and is nonrefundable.  A copy of Mares papers shall accompany signed contract.

4. A stud fee Eight Hundred Fifty ($850) shall be charged for service.  The total of this amount, which includes the booking fee, is due the day the Mare is covered by Stallion and/or the Mare leaves the Farm.  Absolutely no refunds on stallion service fee after mare is bred.   You have a live foal guarantee ONLY.  You can substitute another mare or keep trying the same mare for a live foal.  OR the Stud Fee is transferable, you can sell it to someone else.
6. Live Foal Guarantee:  None of the above fees shall be refundable, but, Stallion Owner guarantees a return breeding the following season if conditions below are met.

a. Mare must be proven to be in foal by licensed veterinarian within 40 days of last breeding date which is the responsibility of Mare Owner after mare has left the Farm.

b. If the Mare fails to give birth to a live foal that stands and nurses as a result of this breeding, the Mare or an alternate approved mare can be returned to the service of the Stallion for rebreeding during the following year only.
c. A licensed veterinarian must attest to occurrence above (b.) in writing and notification to the Stallion Owner within one week of such occurrence.  If such documentation from a licensed veterinarian is not given to Stallion Owner by Mare Owner with in one week of such occurrence this agreement herein contained in full shall be binding in all its content. 

d.   Stallion owner will waive stud fee for rebreeding, however all other collection, shipping and/or boarding fees. 

7. Stallion Owner/Stallion Service Station will be diligent in her attempt to settle the mare.  The following are necessary to facilitate the successful process:

a. Mare’s previous breeding history.

b. A signed contract and booking fee.

c. A clean uterine culture and/ or cytology which may be done by the Farm or Mare Owner’s veterinarian 24 hours prior to breeding or before mares arrival to Farm.  (An infection, can if not cured prior to breeding, can result in the mare not settling in foal.)

8. Mare Owner hereby agrees that Stallion Owner reserves the right to refuse service to any mare which appears to be diseased or which is unfit for breeding or is dangerous in the opinion of the Stallion Owner. Mare must be broke to Halter, Lead and Tie prior to arriving on Stallion Owners Farm.  If Stallion Owner has to do any necessary excessive training to Mare before Mare can be handled for breeding to Stallion, (i.e.: leading, tying, handling, etc.), Mare Owner will pay a training fee of $20 per hour for such services that is due at time of Mares departure.

9. Mare Owner also agrees to have a current negative Cogins done by a licensed veterinarian and have a copy of certification indicating negative test to Stallion Owner prior to the Mare arriving/unloading at the Farm/Stallion Service Station.  Mare Owner also agrees to have all up to date shots given to the Mare by a licensed veterinarian with written documentation of being done 2 weeks prior to arriving at the Farm.  Includes: Strangles vaccine, Equine Rhinopneumonitis-Influenza Vaccine.  A licensed veterinarian shall also perform a Cytology Smear in conjunction with a Uterine Culture on the mare prior to arrival or Farm has approval from mare owner to schedule by veterinarian of choice, to ensure she is clean for breeding.
10. Mare Owner hereby agrees that Stallion Owner/Stallion Service Station nor Rare Rock Andalusians will not be held liable for Any claim resulting from sickness, accidental injury or death of Mare (and foal).  All precautions will be taken by Stallion Owner to maintain Mare (and foal) in good condition pursuant to this agreement, with proper care, handling, and protection, according to the rules of good animal husbandry and reasonable standards and practices of the horse industry. Stallion Owner hereby agrees to notify Mare Owner or authorized agent immediately by telephone, e-mail, and subsequently by mail in case of such an occurrence.

11. It is agreed by the parties hereto that if the Stallion should die, be sold or become unfit for breeding before serving Mare, this agreement is and shall be null and void, except for provisions in paragraphs numbered 1 and 2 and any training fees for Mare. 

12. If arrangements are not made to pick up Mare (and foal) and all incurred expenses and Stallion Service fee paid in full within five weeks after Mare is considered in foal (unless other arrangements have been made by Stallion Owner and Mare Owner in writing), the Mare (and foal) will be considered abandoned and WILL become the property of Stallion Owner or be sold by the Stallion Owner.

This agreement and all covenants and agreements herein contained shall accrue to and be binding upon the parties hereto, their heirs, successors, administrators, and executors.  The terms of this contract as stated above have been read and are accepted without reservation.   No modification of this agreement shall be binding unless in writing and executed by BOTH the parties hereto. (Signatures on page 3).
